Installation 

Kaddy Bracket™ Pickup (KBP) is designed to facilitate the mounting of Bowkaddy™ in a pickup.  The information contained herein 
assumes that Bowkaddy™ cannot be satisfactorily mounted in your particular vehicle without KBP.  It is generally intended for use in 
pickups without box liners or pickups with box liners that don’t provide adequate rigidity for direct fastening.  Note - the installation 
of KBP requires holes to be drilled into the box rail of the vehicle.  Consult the Bowkaddy™ Product Sheet or alarisconcepts.com if 
you are unsure of the necessity of this product.  Contact Alaris Concepts if you are considering other installation options to ensure safe 
and secure operation. 
 

1. Obtain required equipment:  Bowkaddy™, drill, 11/32” metal bit, pencil, two ½” or adjustable 
wrenches, bow. 

2. Fasten the Base of Bowkaddy™ to the KBP body(1) using two each of the 5/16” bolts, flat washers, 
lock washers and nuts provided with Bowkaddy™.  The flat washers should be against the Base and 
the lock washers should be against KBP body(1).  Leave the holes through which the carriage 
bolts(4) pass through open for now. 

3. With Bowkaddy™ assembly complete, adjust and secure the Swing Arms to fit your bow in the 
desired mounting position and insert your bow into the rubber grips. 

4. Hold Bowkaddy™, KBP and the bow in the approximate location you want to mount it (somewhere 
above wheel well).  This is just to confirm that spatial requirements are satisfactory. 

5. Remove the Base of Bowkaddy™ from its Main Support Arm.  This will make the installation 
easier. 

6. Hold KBP body(1) under the rail of the pickup box in the desired position.  Ensure that the slide 
adjuster(2) has clearance if it needs to extend above the bottom of the box rail.  Mark the two holes 
where the bolts(7) will pass through with a pencil.   

7. Drill 11/32” holes in marked location, being careful not to damage the surrounding metal of your 
box rail. 

8. With wrenches, fasten KBP body(1) to box rail using bolts(7), flat washers(5), lock washers(8) and 
nuts (6) as shown above. 

9. Attach KBP slide adjuster(2) to body(1) with carriage bolts(4), flat washers, lock washers and nuts 
(latter provided with Bowkaddy™) as shown above.  In some cases where the slide adjuster must be 
fully extended to reach the wheel well, there may be room for only the bottom carriage bolt(4).  If 
so, replace the upper carriage bolt(4) with another regular bolt provided with Bowkaddy™.

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10. Identify location on wheel well where bottom of slide adjuster(2) will rest.  It may be necessary to modify the bend angle of 
the slide adjuster with a vice such that it rests flatly on the surface of the wheel well. 

11. Remove adhesive backing from bottom of Velcro(3) and place Velcro in the identified location on the 
wheel well. 

12. With the slide adjuster(2) firmly resting on the wheel well, tighten the carriage bolts(4), flat washers, 
lock washers and nuts as shown. 

13. Re-attach Bowkaddy™ Main Support Arm to Base as per Assembly instructions. 
 

Use, Care and Maintenance 
Kaddy Bracket™ Pickup is to be used in conjunction with Bowkaddy™.  Together, they will give you years of helpful service in your 
archery pursuits if the following points are heeded: 

·  Only use to store and transport archery bows.  Not intended for general load securement. 
·  Adjust position of Swing Arms to match limb angles.  Line up clamps with region of limbs that are ~1/4” thick.  If the bow 

limbs are too thick, the Swing Arms and/or rubber inserts could be damaged.  Ideally, the metal pin in the Swing Arms will 
line up with the slot or one of the holes in the Main Support Arm.  Tighten wing nut to secure in place. 

·  For a small percentage of bows, the pins may not match up ideally with the existing holes in the Main Support Arm.  It is 
then allowable to drill a maximum of two additional holes per side.  Using a 17/64” or 7mm bit, drill the holes to a maximum 
depth of 3/16” or 5mm.  Allow at least 1/8" or 4mm of material between the hole, the edge of the component and the other 
holes.  Drilling the hole too close to the edge or to the other holes will weaken the component beyond an acceptable limit. 

·  Insert/remove bow one limb at a time by applying equal and opposite forces to the limb and swing arm.  Do not use 
excessive force. 

·  Bow should not contact any plastic or metal component of the rack.  Ensure a snug fit in the rubber grips. 
·  Bow should not contact any part of the vehicle or object in the vehicle.  Minimize unsecured objects in the vicinity. 
·  Bowkaddy™ must be mounted such that gravity cannot allow the bow to come free from the rubber grips. 
·  A lock mechanism (not provided) can be inserted through the hole at the end of the swing arm grips.  It must be noted that 

this serves only as a visual theft deterrent and does not provide guaranteed protection. 
·  Fold swing arms inward and secure with wing nuts for compactness when not in use. 
·  Check all fasteners regularly to ensure that they are tight. 
·  Do not subject Bowkaddy™ or Kaddy Bracket™ Pickup to unnecessary impact or overload. 
·  Remove Bowkaddy™ from your vehicle when not being used for extended periods of time. 
·  Not for use or play by young children.  Rotating swing arms on Bowkaddy™ can create a pinch hazard.
